“The buildings exhibit a combination of features 
reflecting the influence of different architectural 
styles over time...

When the main building was first constructed in 
1888-1889, its symmetrical façade included a central 
block with two weatherboard wings and verandahs, 
demonstrating elements of Victorian Regency....

However, the high pitch gable roof and pyramid 
roof on the wings suggest Gothic style influences. 
Features that were added later, such as the bay 
windows and decorative gables, demonstrate
